Tiga SC80-110 was completely re-built from the remains of a crashed California 
car around a brand new tub by John Danby Racing during the winter of 2007-8. 
 
110 was a no-expense spared exercise, built specifically for Oliver Stirling to 
contest the Sports 2000 Historic Championship in 2008. 
 
Although the car has a genuine Historic identity, it is as good as a brand new car, 
and has been fastidiously and professionally maintained to that standard by John 
Danby Racing throughout the two years we have campaigned it. 
 
In 2008 Oli and 110 won all four of the Historic rounds and took the 
Championship outright, including 3 Historic laps records. 
 
In 2009, Oli and 110 contested and won the outright Sports 2000 Pinto 
Championship, winning five out of the six races in which he drove this car.   
As we all know, and can see on the club video, Oli actually made it to the flag 
first in the “missing win” at Mallory but was demoted to second on a non car-
related technicality …. for enthusiastic motoring! 
 



This car itself, Tiga SC80-110, is thus unbeaten in two years and has won both 
Historic and Outright Class A Pinto championships, consistently winning against 
more modern (and even some current) machinery.  
 
It is totally immaculate condition throughout, with everything exactly as it should 
be, and has had the benefit of a post season strip and check with an engine 
refresh at Scholar in the last few weeks, when it was there for the routine legality 
confirmation after the successful season. 
 
With its 100% race record, Tiga SC80-110 is without doubt the most successful 
winning car in the history of Sports 2000, and was built and maintained by the 
same team that also won the 2009 Historic Championship, and has also won the 
Duratec Championship in the past. 
 

 
 
 
There is a comprehensive pictorial record of the build, a similar record of all its 
races and successes and every detail and running change is on file to assist the 
new owner to achieve a similar result. There is a spares package. 
 
Davison Highley Historic Team Tiga has advertised the car in the motoring press 
at £40,000, a fraction of the build cost, but is prepared to offer Sports 2000 Club 
Members a 20% discount to keep the car in the UK. 
 
So to a Sports 2000 SRCC Club Member, the price is a non-negotiable £32,000. 
 
There is no Vat.  This is for the winningest car you will ever see for sale…it is 
simply in a class of its own, completely legal, and absolutely ready to jump in and 
win the Historic Championship again. 



 
Please don’t think that because it is an Historic, it is slower than the more recent 
and even the current “slippery” cars.     
It isn’t.    
We beat them all by 17 seconds at Thruxton, the fastest circuit of all.  So you can 
confidently do a full season of Pinto and Historic too.
